	Issues arising from pre-circulated reports & A.O.B
Promoting NOC events/club nights: Gary Peet (via e-mail) asked would it be possible to offer free tickets to our events to promote ourselves with radio Mansfield as this looked to be the way they liked to promote events.  Yes, no problem offering free tickets as prizes. Catherine can also offer this for club nights e.g. your first session will be free. NOC headed letter could be used if required as proof of winner(s). Mark to circulate to Gary/Catherine.

Club Banners/other equipment : Missing for Rufford but we think is back in the garage. Ask our equipment officer (Nigel Mockridge) to check everything is O.K. before the Blidworth Event.

Rufford Event: The first winter league at Rufford set a very high standard. A full review of the events that make up the league will take place after the completion of the league. The winter league needs adding to the website under Events (as per summer league)

Broxtowe meeting re Bramcote Hills Park : A discussion has taken place “Bramcote & Stapleford Hills Public Open Space Forum” concerning future development/use of the area, Hilary Palmer kindly attended. As NOC are hoping to continue their use and have a hub club in Bramcote, we are interested. Steve happy to follow up with a letter to Broxtowe Parks & Environment Manager outlining our plans. The format of the proposed Bramcote hub club has yet to be finalised but the current thinking is that a group of coaches(rather than a single coach) will run these sessions, a group is also being set up for West Notts. 
BBC Drop Zone : BBC are to launch a major campaign promoting adventure activities between February and April 2010. British Orienteering already know about this, all of NOC’s fixtures over this period (apart from Blidworth) will be suitable to be promoted. Pauline to keep informed of the latest developments.

BOF AGM : A group of orienteers propose a new 4 level event structure, vote to take place at the BOF AGM in April. Black and Green asked to promote this proposal, committee not sure if the Club’s newsletter is the right place to promote non NOC members ideas, so it will be kindly denied.

City Council/POC/Parks/Taster sessions : We may want to have some of the Summer League events in the City Parks, this would link up nicely with requests from the City Council/New POC areas. Pauline will keep up to speed on this.

Sport Relief Event at Victoria Embankmnet: NOC may run something similar (naughty numbers) to the event run at the Castle, unfortunately this coincides with the Club championships/Midland champs at the Belvoir Castle Estate. The event at the castle was very busy, a team of at least four would be needed to do something similar.
