Bassetlaw Community Club
Yvette Baker Final
A good performance by the juniors to come 9th at the 2013 Yvette Baker Trophy final, just 1 point from 8th (out of 13 teams). This was the best NOC performance for 3 years. Individually inviting the juniors to compete for the club worked well. 18 competed and 12 informed us that they were unable to due to other commitments. The trophies awarded to each NOC junior went down well. It was disappointing that BOF did not provide certificates for any finalist (even though rules state they will). NOC juniors were the only ones to get anything for participating.
 
Junior Club Championships
Can the 1st 2nd and 3rd places for club championship places be publicised the location needs to be somewhere that juniors can get to.
 
Summer Coaching
The summer has become very popular with sessions at Retford Oaks Summer School, Retford Elizabethan Academy, Cottam Power Station, Dunham on Trent Primary School, Mattersey Thorpe Youth Club and Ranby House School.
 
British Schools Score Champs
It is planned to organise a coach from Bassetlaw to this event. 7 schools are interested in attending the championships to be held at Druridge Bay Country Park, Northumberland, in October.
The Bassetlaw Autumn event in September will be a score event to practice for this event. Can NOC help publicise that this is a score event for school teams to attend as well as for individuals.
 
Certificates for Juniors
The Basseltlaw Club will continue to give certificates to juniors who attend Bassetlaw events. The Bassetlaw Club can produce these easily and give them out at download. Can NOC consider doing this at their events ? It gets the club name into school assemblies, promotes orienteering, the club and NOC events.
Certificates are supported by the committee in principle the only issue is who will carry this out
Rushcliffe Community Club
Highlights and achievements:-

Since the 3 wet evenings in May attendance on Tuesday evenings through June up to the present has been over 20 each week and last evening was 29! There are a few returnees from last Summer but most are new families.
Can NOC consider a membership scheme for all members, not just for those from the Community clubs. The club has funds, Rushcliffe Orienteers contributes to club funds (after expenses for map printing and jelly babies etc) yet the club does not seem to have a strategy for helping members to feel part of the club. 
Can the committee consider a NOC membership fee which included fees for weekly sessions, some events, taking part in relays and the Compass Sport Cup and free attendance for any coaching sessions. An example is the Norwegian clubs which are ‘not allowed’ to hold a lot of money in their accounts as this is considered to be ‘making a profit’ so they make sure that they give benefits to members eg, the elite are given free runs, help towards training costs etc in return for running for the club in the big relays.
NOC membership not pushed with the people who come to Rushcliffe as not many come to events but maybe some sort of package might help.
HP to put forward a proposal for the AGM regarding membership MW & HP to put some figures together discuss with RP.
